There are striking parallels between the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) investigation of the destruction of TWA Flight 800, and the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) investigation of the destruction of WTC structures 1, 2, and 7. 

The method of  these investigations is to formulate the desired conclusion,  and then work backward by manipulating the investigation to arrive at the desired conclusion. This is accomplished by common elements including disregard and/or removal and/or destruction of evidence, discounting of eye witness reports, generation of misleading computer simulations, and “snowing” the outside world with thousands of pages

of irrelevant information.
